·  There is no minimum nor maximum length for the submission… 
·  Judging will be conducted by a panel composed of previous Golden Coconut 

Award winners, whose decision will be final… 
·  The 2009 Golden Coconut Award winner will be announced at the General 

Membership Meeting during Meeting Of The Minds.
